
The Port’s primary shipping partners, AG 
Processing Inc and Imperium Grays Harbor have kept the 
docks and rail lines busy this first quarter of 2008.  In three 
months, 13 deep-water vessels and over 1,600 rail cars of 
liquid and dry bulk cargoes have been handled at Port of 
Grays Harbor Terminal 2.  ILWU Local 24, have provided 
the labor for the movements. 
 A new product moving through Grays Harbor this 
quarter is whole soybeans.  “Soybean meal is one of our 
regular cargoes, but this is the first time we handled whole 
soybeans,” reports Marine Terminal Manager Seth Taylor.  
“We worked closely with our customer-AGP, the USDA and 
our workforce to make this trial shipment a success.  Each 
new commodity brings new opportunities for growth to the 
Port.”  AGP also recently began shipping Dried Distillers 
Grain (DDGs) through the port. 
 Adding to the cargo volume increase this year are 
the liquid bulk movements of biodiesel and related cargoes 
by Imperium Grays Harbor.   “Cargo creates jobs. At the 
Port we recognize that our partners are our key to success,” 
furthered Mr. Taylor.
